What is Transition?
Luke 4: 1- 14
Every wilderness's purpose if for you to come out stronger than when you went in.  God's ordained places of transition. 
Where you come out with an upgrade/ update of your sense of purpose and assignment. 
If you are. (identity)
Verse 5 - Kingdom(s) Power, Glory (have you heard these words, Lord's prayer) 
Power - is in kings
Glory  - in the earth (manifestation of sons have to occur to release God's glory that's already in the earth)
Notice that he doesn't say that you are here for the souls. You are here for the kingdoms. 
(he who gets the schools, gets the harvest, he who gets the media gets the harvest. he who gets the business gets the harvest of the wealth of the natiion.) 
He says, I know you. You are not Ceaser, Alexander I have met and tempted them all. If you will worship. I know that if I can temp you to do that, I can have the whole world. 
"get behind me" in other wrods get out of my way. I am taking it all!
What you bow to on your way to the top will own you when you get there. 
Relevation - Chapter 5 - The Glory is under a viel. 
Verse 18 -  Jesus gift mix was for him. You have people who want to be healing evangelist when they see someone else do it but what happens if you are supposed to be running the economics director for a large metropolitan city. (this may seem ilke when you want to do but it makes no sense if the city is broke)
The Beginning of wisdom is to call things by their right names. Real mastery in any profession - the ability to greater and better decisions than other people. (making better distinctions)
Everyone was to reach their destinty. Transiiton/ Transformation - Something as ended that you can't go back to but you are not at where you are supposed to be yet?
Transition is one of the top ten google words - but its only become a part of the culture over the past seven years. 
Destiny, Transition, Transformation (God is breathing on those words for you) We are going to make distinctions of those words.
What is transition? Many people are looking for change, but change and transition are two different things. 
Not every chance results in a transition. 
Change happens in time - a decision - an action - mostly external.  The impact results in transition. Transistion is getting your head and heart wrapped around the change that just occurred. 
Wife gets pregnant - things change. Transition is the journey of getting us acccusotmed to the change. 
God has initiated change in the earth. 
Transition is the tunnel, it is often reffered to as the wilderness. Where God demantles in order to remantle.  If you yield and enjoy God's presence in the process even as the soution and manifestation are absent. 
The goal is to get so used to the process that you go - "oh, we are in transition again."
You have got to learn how to ride more than one wave in the activity of God if you wanot ultimately get to where you are supposed to be. (the Kingdom shifts in the earth are happening more rapidly - you have to learn how to ride the waves.)
Transition is the place between where you are and where God showed you that you are going to be. 
Transition is the journey of the inside, change occurs on the outside. 
1. Hinderance - lack of vision regarding the new beginning. Without the vision you don't get the purpose of the wilderness. (they were not responding to the transition) Their head and their heart were not tied to their new beginning. The number hinderance to a new beginning is those who are sentimentally holding on to the past. 
2. The hindrance in not getting a clear pictrue is that you allow your mind to hold on to the past. 
(the characteristic is that religion causes people to wrap their hands and hearts around things that God is no longer doing and fortifies itself aganist the things that God is currently speaking to)
Hey we know Jesus - we knew his father. They assumed familiar to the previous revelation. They rejected the update! (religion) We have ALL been seduced and infatuated with things that God is no longer doing. 
It takes hunger to know what's ending and what's beginning because its a gradual process. 
When Saul's house was falling it was in increments.
When David's house was rising it was in increments. 
When Israel was moving to the promise land, it was in increments. 
You can't get through the tunnel of transition with baggage. The closer you get to mastery, the more you hear the Holy Spirit.
Because what you hold onto can speak against who you are and Who God wants to show you that he is. 
Whenever you get a new revelation is forces you to come into a more profound sense of revelation of your identity. What do I mean? You get a new sense of who you are and what you are called to do. 
You fight those demons in your heard and your head about what God said. (in the wilderness) 
God in the PM/AM - He has already prepared what you need. 
Mary stop "clinging to me" (you are stopping  me from my next level) People will hinder you to the old identity of who you are. Some of those people you go to get rid of. 
This isnt the big enemy in the wilderness, the big enemy is letting go of who you were. 
Salvation - eternal, spiritual - the Gospel of the Kingdom helps you with the age that is instead of the age to come.
